Parent and Grandparent Multiple Entry Visitor Visa Policy
It is important to note that only a parent or grandparent of a New Zealand citizen or resident can apply for a visa under this policy. 

The following documents are supplementary. You are still required to submit the mandatory requirements for a Visitor Visa (please see VISITOR VISA APPLICATION CHECKLIST).
1. MEDICAL AND CHEST X-RAY CERTIFICATE (INZ 1007)

Applicants for temporary entry to New Zealand must have an acceptable standard of health.

2. SPONSORSHIP FORM (INZ 1025)

Under this policy only one person and their partner can be sponsored at a time. 

The sponsorship form must be completed by: 

· your New Zealand citizen or resident child or grandchild, aged 17 years or older, or 

· if your New Zealand citizen or resident child or grandchild is less than 17, the New Zealand citizen or resident parent of your child or grandchild. 

Please note that under the Immigration Act 2009 sponsors will be liable for accommodation, maintenance and repatriation costs of the visitor as well as any debt owing to any Government agency. Sponsorship cannot be withdrawn, once the Visa Application has been approved the sponsor will be liable for any debt until it has been fully paid.
The sponsorship form has been updated to reflect these changes. From November 29th we will only accept the updated form, which is available at our counter or from our website (www.immigration.govt.nz).

3. EVIDENCE OF FAMILY RELATIONSHIP

1. Immigration New Zealand reserves the right to request for additional information in the course of assessing an application, including certified translations of any documents submitted that are not in English language.
2. Certified copies must be stamped or endorsed as being true copies of the originals by a person authorised by law to take statutory declarations.
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
