GUARDIANSHIP VISA APPLICATION CHECKLIST

Thank you for your interest in applying for a Guardianship Visa.

This checklist has been designed to assist you when lodging your application for a Guardianship Visa with the Immigration New Zealand office in Bangkok.  Please note that you may be requested to provide further documents not listed below in support of your application.

Application forms can be downloaded and other relevant information may be found on our website www.immigration.govt.nz
Documents required:

· Fully completed Visitor Visa Application (INZ1017) form with two recent passport sized photographs attached.  Please ensure that your contact phone number is clearly stated in your application form as well as an email address if applicable

· The application fee of Thai Baht 3,700.00.  Acceptable methods of payment include bank draft (made payable to “Immigration New Zealand, Bangkok”), or credit card (Master Card/ Visa only).   Cash is NOT acceptable by this office. 
The fee can be paid by bank draft or by cashier cheque when you apply in    person.     
OR

The current application fee in US dollars is US$140.00 (including bank clearance fees of USD 10).  Please note the fee must be paid by bank draft in US dollars only, drawn from a US bank, made payable to the “New Zealand Immigration Service”.

· Original passport or certified true copy of your passport that is valid for 3 months beyond the intended date of departure.
· Evidence of relationship to student visa holder.  This may include, but is not limited to, birth certificate, household register, adoption certificate and guardianship order.

· Evidence of funds of at least NZ$1,000 per month for maintenance and accommodation, or NZ$400 per month if your accommodation has been prepaid.  This should be in the form of original bank statements, or original savings or fixed deposit books.
· Evidence of travel booking or onward travel arrangements or sufficient funds for the purchase of onward travel tickets or air tickets
· If applicable, letter of support from any other guardians of the student confirming the arrangement for the applicant to care for the student in New Zealand.  Consent letter from the other parent with identification if one parent is travelling with the child.
For staying longer than 6 months, the following additional documents are required:

Undergo TB screening and X-Ray certificate (INZ 1096) not more than 3 months old completed by an INZ approved Panel Doctor.
For staying longer than 12 months, the following additional documents are required:

Undergo a Full Medical and X-ray clearance (INZ 1007) not more than 3 months old completed by an INZ approved Panel Doctor.

Note:

1. Immigration New Zealand reserves the right to request for additional information in the course of assessing an application.

2.  From 4 April 2011 you will not be required to provide certified translations of any non-English documents submitted in support of your application. However please note that Immigration New Zealand may request that you provide a certified translation of any documents not written in English if it is deemed necessary by an Immigration Officer. 

3. Certified copies must be stamped or endorsed as being true copies of the originals by a person authorised by law to take statutory declarations.

4. Medical insurance is not compulsory.  However, it is strongly recommended that guardians obtain this as they will not be eligible for health benefits in New Zealand.
