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Visa Checklist (May 2011)

Student Visa

Immigration New Zealand Dubai Branch is the receiving office for anyone intending to enter New Zealand residing in Algeria, Bahrain, Egypt, Iran, Jordan, Kuwait, Lebanon, Libya,  Morocco, Oman, Pakistan, Qatar, Saudi Arabia, Syria, the United Arab Emirates Tunisia, Turkey and Yemen.
It is important that you provide all the relevant information requested both below and by your Immigration officer so that we can process your application as fast as possible. If any documents below are not received, the application may not be accepted for assessment.

Please ensure all supporting documents can be verified. 
All documents not in English must be translated by a translation service and must be original or certified copy of the original. Translations must be done by an authorised certifier such as a notary public or embassy (fees may be charged). If you submit original documents, you must also submit a copy that we can keep.

An Immigration Officer may ask for additional documents during the processing of the application.
It is your responsibility as the applicant to provide suitable information in support of your application. The application will be decided based on the evidence and information you submit with your application and we may not seek your comment on any prejudicial information that you were aware of when you submitted your application. 
□ 1) Application Forms
A completed application (1012) form must be fully completed in English. Answer each question on the form and continue on a separate sheet of paper if necessary. 
Application forms, guides and other relevant information can be downloaded from our website www.immigration.govt.nz.

A physical address must be listed on the application form. If there is no physical address, the application cannot be accepted. 
E-mail is our method of communication. Please ensure that the e-mail address is written clearly on the form AND that you check this e-mail address regularly.

□ 2) Application Fee

The visa processing fee is non-refundable. 

Acceptable payment methods are:

· CASH: AED 750 if paying in person at the counter during working hours. Please do not send cash by mail or courier.

· CREDIT CARDS: AED 750 If paying by credit card, ensure you: 

· Complete the relevant section at the back of the application form; AND

· Supply a copy of both sides of the credit card (black our CVC2 number); AND

· A copy of the biographical page of the passport of the credit card holder.

Please note that original documents will be couriered back to you. A fee of AED 90 is chargeable for this regardless of visa outcome and can be paid by credit card. 
Please note that the fees are subject to change. We endeavour to keep our checklists up to date with fee information however please view our fee finder on our website for the latest fee.
□ 3) Photo

Two recent passport sized photos (must be less than 6 months old) for each person included in the application. You must write your name on the back of the photograph.

□ 4) Passport of travel document

Passports must be valid for 3 months after the intended departure date from New Zealand. We will accept an application with a full copy of all pages of the passport (certified) in place of the original. Please note that the certified copy must be in colour and not enlarged or shrunk in size and cannot have any obstructions across the page (stamps, stickers, signatures, staples etc…).
If you have previously expired passports, please provide full copies. 
□ 5) Student Visa requirements
· Evidence of your acceptance into an NZQA approved course and educational institution in New Zealand. The offer must specify the name of the course, the minimum time required for completion and the annual fee for the course
· Evidence of payment of course fees OR exemption from course fees. Note that if this is note provided, then evidence of funds must be shown to cover the course fees. 

· A guarantee of accommodation which can be shown on your offer of place OR from another person prepared to provide accommodation to you whilst in New Zealand (if under 18)
· Evidence of funds. If the course is 36 weeks or more, evidence that the student has access to NZ$15,000 in their own name or a completed Financial Undertaking for a student (INZ1014).

□ 6) Additional Supporting Information
· A letter of intent or explanation outlining your reasons to travel and why you want to study in New Zealand.
· Your latest academic reports or employment history to prove you are a genuine student: for example a good history academically or in terms of employment showing a clear path which is complementary to your course of study

· Consent from both parents if the student is under 17 years of age
· Other information to show that you are a genuine student and that you have strong incentives to return home after completion of your studies in New Zealand

Evidence submitted must be verifiable. If the evidence is not verifiable then we are unable to take this into a positive decision for your application. 
□ 7) Showing a genuine intent
Immigration Instructions require for all people travelling to New Zealand to show a genuine intent for their visit. Immigration instruction E5 outlines the areas of assessment. Some areas, in summary are:

· Your family, financial or other circumstances at home

· The reasons for your visit

· Reasons that you would leave (or be able to leave) New Zealand
· That you would not follow the conditions of your visa (i.e. if you are seeking to visit, whether you would work in New Zealand)
□ 8) Medical Certificates

Applicants for a temporary entry class visa must have an acceptable standard of health.

If you intend to stay in New Zealand for more than 6 months, you should submit an x-ray certificate (NZIS1096).

If you intend to stay more than 12 months, then you must submit a full medical (NZIS1007) including an x-ray certificate (NZIS Form 1096).

All medical forms must be completed by a panel doctor. A list of these doctors in your area can be found on our website under the heading “Doctors for Immigration New Zealand Medicals.”

An Immigration Officer may also request these if deemed necessary.
□ 9) Police Certificates

All applicants over 17 years of age intending a total stay in New Zealand of over than 24 months must submit a police clearance certificate from their country of citizenship AND any country the applicant has lived in for 5 years or longer since turning 17.

□ 10) Lodging your application

Please note that if you send your application to us that we highly recommend the following:

1. Choose a reputable international company to send your documents

2. Ensure this is a courier and not a postal service

3. Ensure that you have paid any customs duties on your shipment

4. Ensure you keep your tracking number to track your parcel. 

Immigration New Zealand Dubai Branch is not in a position to facilitate customs clearances nor are we responsible for any parcel that has not been signed for.
□ 11) Processing times

Processing times for visa applications are approximately 25 days. You will be contacted by your Immigration Officer if processed before this time. It is appreciated if you do not contact the office within this 25 day period.
Please ensure you regularly check your e-mails. If you do send an e-mail, please address it to inzdubai@dol.govt.nz. We aim to respond to these messages within 3 days. 

□ 12) Endorsement of your visa

If your application is successful, there are two options for visa endorsement:

· Send your passport to us (if allowed by law to send passport) and we will send this back by return courier (when paid for)

· If you are unable to send us your passport to us then you may make arrangements with your Immigration Officer for endorsement. 

□ 13) Travel to Australia

If your itinerary takes you through Australia, you will need to obtain separate visas from the Australian Department of Immigration and Citizenship. Please view www.immi.gov.au.
