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WORK VISA APPLICATION CHECKLIST

Recognised Seasonal Employer (RSE) Work Policy

This checklist has been designed to assist you when lodging a Work Visa Application at this office under the RSE instruction. 
Documents required:

 Fully completed “Application to Work for Recognised Seasonal Employer” form (NZIS1142). This can be downloaded at www.immigration.govt.nz.

 Two recent passport sized photographs, attached to the application form.

 A fully completed family declaration form. The form is available from this office.
 A declaration of all expenses to be paid by the worker before arrival in NZ.  This includes visa fee, medical fee, document preparation and any other payment made to any person. The form is available at this office.
 A confirmed airline ticket showing you have a flight booked to return to Thailand after your stay in New Zealand.

 The processing fee of Thai Baht 6,000.  Acceptable modes of payment include cashier cheque, payable to the “New Zealand Immigration Service” or credit card (Master/ Visa). Payment may be made by USD bank draft only of USD 220 (including bank clearance fees of USD 10).   
 Your original passport must be valid for 3 months beyond the date you intend to leave New Zealand.
 A copy of your employment agreement in Thai and English signed by you and your employer. This agreement must be the same as the one submitted by your employer at the time the Approval to Recruit (ATR) was approved.
 Any specific requirements required in the ATR letter issued to your employer.
 Confirmation that you have purchased health insurance from an insurance provider with representation in New Zealand. Your insurance must cover all medical expenses and emergency dental expenses.

 A Thai Police Certificate and a police certificate for any country you have been in for five years or more since turning 17 years of age.
 Chest X-Ray certificate (NZIS1096) and HIV test form (NZIS1143)

Translations

From 4 April 2011 you will not be required to provide certified translations of any non-English documents submitted in support of your application. However please note that Immigration New Zealand may request that you provide a certified translation of any documents not written in English if it is deemed necessary by an Immigration Officer. 
Lodging Your Application
We accept applications for processing between 9am - 12pm and 1pm - 3pm, Mondays to Fridays.
Please note that the office is closed at 2 pm on Wednesday.

Collection of Passport and Visa
If your application is approved in principle you will need to attend a pre-departure seminar in Bangkok before receiving your visa.  Any original documents, including your x-ray film will also be returned to you at this time.

The pre-departure seminar will be scheduled with your agent/employer and you will be advised of the date and time you should attend the seminar.  
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
