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WORK VISA FOR DOMESTIC HELPER
(for Hong Kong/Macau Residents)

IF YOU WISH TO ACCOMPANY YOUR EMPLOYER DURING THEIR VISIT TO NEW ZEALAND FOR A HOLIDAY YOU MUST APPLY FOR A WORK VISA.
The objective of New Zealand’s work visa instructions is to contribute to developing New Zealand's human capability base.  Work visa instructions seek to achieve this, in part, by ensuring that the employment in New Zealand of non-New Zealand citizens and residence class visa holders does not undermine the wages and conditions of New Zealand workers.
Applications for work visas for domestic helpers, for short periods of stay in New Zealand, normally for a single period of stay of no longer than 3 months, can only be considered as exceptions to normal work visa instructions.  All applications are are therefore considered on a case by case basis.  The outcome of any application cannot be guaranteed.  
YOU MUST SUPPLY:

1. Valid passport and a copy of your Hong Kong/Macau identity card
2. A fully completed and signed Work Visa Application Form (INZ 1015)
3. Two recent passport-sized photographs of your head and shoulder
4. Application fee of HKD1,580 and facilitation fee of HKD264 
5. Medical certificate and/or Chest X-ray (if applicable)
6. Police certificates (if applicable)
Please note that your application will be returned unprocessed if any item mentioned above is missing. Only the most up-to-date INZ form should be used.
SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS

1. Your employment contract
2. Support/guarantee letter from your employer

3. Either original or certified true copy of your employer’s passport
4. Evidence of your employer’s financial ability to support your stay
5. Flight itinerary to demonstrate that you are travelling with your employer

NOTES

1. Immigration New Zealand reserves the right to request additional information in the course of assessing an application and to retain information and documents on file 

2. We will assess whether you are likely to be a genuine worker in New Zealand.  Once a decision is made, there is no statutory right of appeal.

3. If you provide false or misleading information your application may be declined.

4. The processing time will take approximately 5 working days.  Applications submitted without the required documents will take longer to process.  We recommend that you do not purchase an airline ticket before you obtain a visa.

5. If your visa has a travel condition of ‘First entry before’, you must arrive in New Zealand by that date. For a multiple entry visa holder, you can travel to New Zealand on or before the ‘Expiry date travel’ on your visa.  If you are unable to arrive within the validity date of your visa, your work visa will not be extended and you must lodge a new application.

6. Please note that you must leave New Zealand before the expiry of your visa or face deportation from New Zealand.
