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Permanent resident visa / Second or subsequent resident visa / Variation of travel conditions
The following documents are required to be provided in order for your application to be accepted for consideration:
· Fully completed “Application from a Resident Visa Holder” application form (INZ1175)
· Evidence of your New Zealand immigration status (for example your passport containing a New Zealand resident stamp, a New Zealand citizenship certificate or a New Zealand birth certificate)
· Your valid passport

· Two recent passport-sized photographs

· The application fee, payable by postal order, debit/credit card (Visa, Delta, Switch, Euro/Mastercard) or cheque. Cheques should be made payable to “Immigration New Zealand”

· Any other evidence necessary to demonstrate that you satisfy one of the requirements for a permanent resident visa i.e. evidence of tax residence status, evidence of an established base in New Zealand, etc – please refer to the Guide for Resident Visa Holders (INZ 1176) for further information on the various requirements for a PRV / SSRV.

If you are applying on the basis of partnership (married/de facto) with a New Zealand citizen, you must also submit your spouse/partner’s passport (this can be a copy) or other evidence of their New Zealand citizenship, evidence that you are in a continuing relationship (such as joint accounts, etc) and a letter from your spouse/partner confirming their support for the visa request.

Upon receipt of the above, your application for a PRV / SSRV / VTC Visa will be considered and a decision made as soon as possible. Please see our website for current timeframes.
Transfer of Label

The following documents are required to transfer a permanent or limited resident visa into a new passport:

· A fully completed Confirmation of Visa application form (INZ 1023)
· Your old passport, confirming your previous resident visa, and your new passport 

· A cover letter requesting the transfer

· Fee payment; please provide credit/debit card details including the CVC number on your cover letter for payment of the transfer fee. A personal or bank cheque is also acceptable.
If you want to have your documents returned by courier then please indicate this either in a covering letter or on the application form. You will have to pay the cost for this service, otherwise all documents will be returned by recorded delivery.
