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VISITOR VISA - INFOMATION SHEET 
A guide for applicants applying under our general visitor visa category in cases where a personal relationship with a New Zealand citizen or resident is involved

Thank you for your interest in applying for a visitor visa for New Zealand. If your visitor visa application is based on a personal/romantic relationship with a New Zealand citizen or resident and the purpose of your visit to New Zealand is a result of this relationship, please continue to review this information sheet in conjunction with reviewing the general visitor visa checklist which is available on our website: http://www.immigration.govt.nz/NR/rdonlyres/659A0738-625A-41B6-AF56-94CDA4A199BB/0/Bangkokvisitorvisainvolvingarelationshipinformationsheet.doc
It is important to note there exists no specific visitor visa instructions which allow an applicant to travel to New Zealand in order to meet a sponsor or to test a relationship with a New Zealand citizen or resident. Applicants who are in relationships that do not meet our partnership requirements but who still wish to travel to New Zealand to visit and spend time with their sponsor/partner/friend will be assessed in line with our general visitor visa criteria. 
To be issued a visa under our general visitor visa category it must be established that the applicant is a bona fide visitor who will adhere to the conditions of their visa and will if required return to their home country at the end of their proposed visit; this is achieved through the assessment of the applicant’s circumstances in their home country. As the purpose of the visit exists solely because of the declared relationship with the sponsor/partner/friend, the relationship in question will also be assessed to determine its nature and strength. 

Personal circumstances: To assist your Immigration Officer with the processing of your application in a timely manner we strongly recommend that you provide evidence that shows your circumstances in your home country which would encourage your return. To show this you may provide evidence that demonstrates:
· You have social and/or family responsibilities in Thailand

· You are employed or undertake verifiable self-employment
· You are in a stable financial situation and/or possess assets in Thailand
Assessment of relationship: As previously indicated if your application is based on a personal relationship with a New Zealand citizen or resident your Immigration Officer will need to assess the nature and strength of your relationship; as such we strongly recommend that you provide evidence which shows the relationship is genuine and stable. You should provide as much information and supporting evidence as you can that supports the claimed nature and strength of your relationship. This may include but is not limited to:
· A letter which outlines the background leading up to the current status of your relationship

· Evidence which shows continuous contact such as  letters, emails, chat, phone and  social media records etc
· Evidence to show time spent together during visits or joint travel undertaken such as air tickets, hotel bookings, photos etc
· Evidence of financial support (if applicable) such as money transfer receipts, joint accounts etc
· Photos of you together throughout the duration of your relationship and/or with family and friend

Other visa requirements: In addition to satisfying your Immigration Officer that you are in a genuine and stable relationship, all temporary visa applicants must also show they meet other relevant requirements set out in temporary visa instructions, including those relating to health and character. 
Original documents: If providing original documents with your application please ensure they are accompanied by a standard photocopy.
