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GROUP VISA - NON-ADS
TO APPLY FOR A Group VISA, YOU MUST SUPPLY:

1. Valid passport.
2. A fully completed and signed Visitor’s Visa Application Form (Form 1017) and a Supplementary Form for Chinese Visitors, Students and Workers (Form 1027) for each applicant.

3. A fully completed Group Visa Form for New Zealand

4. A recent passport-sized photograph for each applicant.

5. Application fee.

6. Evidence of funds
7. Please note: All documents written in Chinese require English translations. All documents require original or certified version. 
Please note that your application will be returned unprocessed if any item mentioned above is missing.

SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS

1. Copy of Identity Card and Temporary Resident Card if your passports were not issued in Shanghai, Jiangsu, Zhejiang, Jiangxi, Anhui or Fujian Provinces.

2. Copy of the bio-page of the passport

3. The New Zealand ITOC invitation and travel itinerary for the group, as well as a dispatch letter from the organising Chinese travel agency.

4. Evidence of current employment situation for each applicant, usually in the form of a work leave letter including name cards if available.

5. Evidence of family relationships, provided in the form of a ‘hukou bu’ or notarised family ‘kinship’ certificate.  Photocopies are acceptable.  Please include any other family members you may have in New Zealand, regardless of their residence status or citizenship.

6. Evidence of financial ability, supplied in the form of bank certificates or statements etc.

NOTES

1. That a minimum of three applicants are needed for a group visa application, providing that they are not part of the same immediate family.

2. If children under the age of 16 years are travelling alone or with one parent, written consent and proof of identification must be provided by both or another parent respectively.

3. If the group’s intention is for business travel and New Zealand market investigation, then business related documentation should be submitted with the application.  Please refer to the Business Visitor’s Visa Checklist regarding business related documentation.

4. New Zealand Immigration Service reserves the right to request additional information in the course of assessing an application and to retain information and documents on file.

5. We will assess whether you are likely to be a genuine visitor.  Once a decision is made, there is no appeal right.

6. If original documents are in Chinese, you should provide English translation.

7. If you provide false or misleading information your application may be declined.

8. The processing time will take within 20 working days.  Applications submitted without the required documents will take longer to process.  Please do not purchase an airline ticket before you obtain a visa.

9. If you are given a visa you must arrive within the validity of the visa, Group visas will not be extended.  If you are unable to arrive within the validity date of your visa, you must lodge a new application.  

10. Please note that you must leave New Zealand before the expiry of your permit or face removal.

Postage fee: If you wish to have your passports and original documents returned by EMS courier, please submit an additional fee of RMB40 or USD5 for any address within China and RMB200 or USD25 for any address outside China.

· For mail-in applications, we accept Post Office money orders for RMB payments.  

Please follow the instructions below if you pay by post office money order:

a)   Please put the full name and the date of birth of the principal applicant on the money order.

b)   Please do not add password or PIN number to the money order. 
· We also accept US dollar bank drafts issued by banks outside China.  For USD bank draft payment, please add USD10 bank fee to the total amount paid.  

· We do not have credit card payment facilities at present.
