	A copy of your New Zealand employer’s Certificate of Accreditation

	Evidence of New Zealand registration if this is required to undertake the work

	An Immigration New Zealand medical and x-ray certificate (INZ1007). Please ensure that the radiologist has included a separate radiologist report.

	A police certificate from every country of citizenship as well as every country that you have lived in for five years or more since the age of 17 years.


Please note that all original documents are returned – it would assist us to expedite your application if you can submit either certified copies of originals, or both the original and a photocopy. 

Upon receipt of the above, your application for a work-to-residence visa will be considered. You may be asked for additional information.

For most straight-forward and complete work-to-residence applications, the processing time is five working days. From time-to-time we may need to request further information or refer your application to another branch, which may mean that we are not able to process your application within five working days.

Persons wishing to have their passport returned by special delivery must enclose a reply paid self-addressed envelope with sufficient postage. If you want to have your documents returned by courier then please indicate this either in a covering letter or on the application form. You will have to pay the costs for this service. Otherwise all documents will be returned by recorded delivery. Immigration New Zealand takes no responsibility for documents lost in the post.
Family members also applying?
Please note that if your application for a work-to-residence visa is approved, the visa granted to you and your family members will allow three months to initially enter New Zealand, then 30 months from your first entry to stay in New Zealand. If your family members intend to travel later than you, we recommend that they apply for visas once you have arrived in New Zealand. This will allow their visas to be granted to align with your 30 month work visa and avoid them being issued a visa that they are unable to utilise.
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
