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RESIDENT VISA APPLICATION CHECKLIST

A guide for applicants applying for residence under Family Category Policies
This checklist has been designed to assist you when lodging your application under partnership, parent, sibling, dependant child or adult child residence policy. Application forms and other relevant forms and guides can be found and downloaded from our website: www.immigration.govt.nz
Please submit original or certified copies of documents with the application. If submitting original documents, both the original and a photocopy of the document must be submitted. We will return any original documents to you after processing the application.  Certified copies must be stamped or endorsed as being true copies of the originals by a person authorised by law to take statutory declarations. Please note you must provide only original medical and police certificates with your application. 
Documents not in English must be accompanied by an English translation from an independent and recognised translation company.
Please note:  It is important that you provide all the relevant information requested below so we can accept and process your application as promptly as possible.  The processing of your application will be delayed or your application possibly returned to you unprocessed if you do not provide all the documents listed. 

TO APPLY FOR A RESIDENT VISA UNDER OUR FAMILY CATEGORIES YOU MUST SUPPLY:

1. A valid passport or travel document  or a certified copy of a valid passport or travel document for each person included in the application

2. A fully completed and signed application form, signed by each person that is included in the application

3. Two recent passport-sized photographs for each person included in the application

4. Full birth certificate (showing name, date & place of birth and the names of both parents) for each person that is included in the application, where this is unobtainable an identity card may be submitted

5. The application fee which can be paid in Thai baht (35,100) or USD ($1,215), by credit card (Visa or MasterCard) or by bank draft.  Please note if paying by bank draft in USD, you need to add a further $10 to cover bank fees and the draft must be drawn on a US bank. Drafts should be made payable to ‘ Immigration New Zealand ’

6. Medical and chest x-ray certificates for each person included in the application. The certificates must be less than three months old at the time the application is lodged and completed by a New Zealand Immigration approved Panel Doctor. Please note children under 11 and pregnant woman are not required to submit x-ray certificates

7. Police certificates less than six months old for each person that is included in the application who is 17 years old or older.  These applicants are required to submit police certificates from their country of citizenship and all other countries (except for New Zealand) lived in for 12 months (accumulative total) or more in the past ten years

8.  Any other information and evidence that you consider demonstrates that you are eligible to be granted residence status in New Zealand

In addition to the above listed documents there are also specific documents required for each of the different family residence categories which must also be submitted with the application. 
PARTNERSHIP CATEGORY DOCUMENTS
1. Evidence that you and your partner are in a genuine and stable relationship and evidence to show if you meet the twelve month living together requirement. For example; joint bank accounts, mortgage/tenancy documents, evidence of communication if time spent apart, photos etc – please refer to page 10 of the Guide to Applying for Residence (1002) for further information about evidential requirements
2. Your marriage certificate if you are married
3. A completed Partnership Support Form for Residence (1178) by your New Zealand spouse/partner who is supporting your application in addition please ensure they also sign and date your residence application form
4. Evidence that your spouse/partner is a New Zealand citizen or resident
5. For sponsoring partners aged 17 years and over, a police certificate less than 6 months old, from any country (apart from New Zealand) in which the supporting partner has lived for 12 months or more in the seven years prior to the date the application is made
PARENT, SIBLING, DEPENDANT CHILD & ADULT CHILD CATEGORY DOCUMENTS
1. Fully completed and signed Sponsorship Form for Residence (1024) by the adult child/sibling or parent wishing to sponsor you (for all categories apart from dependant child) 
2. Evidence of your relationship to your New Zealand sponsor 
3. Evidence that your New Zealand sponsor is a citizen or resident of New Zealand

4. Evidence of your relationship to all your other immediate family members and evidence of their individual immigration status (for all categories apart from dependant child) 
5. Evidence of an offer of employment in New Zealand for the principle applicant (for adult child/sibling categories only)
6. Evidence of relying on an adult for financial support, for example evidence of being a student and/or financial support received (for dependant child category only) 
Please refer to the Guide to Applying for Residence (1002) for further information about the specific evidential requirements for each category. 
IMPORTANT NOTES
Applications take time to be processed. Up to date processing timeframes can be found by visiting our website. The actual processing time of your application depends on a number of factors:
• The category type under which you are lodging your application

• The quality, quantity and strength of the information you provide at the time you lodge your application
• The complexity and circumstances of your individual application
• The volume of work on hand in the branch

Please note that your Immigration Officer may ask you to supply additional documents to those listed above to assist in the assessment and deciding of your application. It is important to know that if you withhold relevant information, or provide false or misleading information this is likely to have an adverse affect on the outcome of your application.

RESIDENT MIGRANT LEVY
If your application for residence is successful then you will need to pay a migrant levy before your residence can be granted. The migrant levy is 8,100 Thai baht for each applicant over the age of five and 4,100 Thai baht for each applicant under the age of five with a maximum of four migrant levies charged per application. This levy will be requested from you once your application for residence has been processed and a decision to approve has been made. 
ENDORSEMENT OF YOUR RESIDENT VISA LABEL IN YOUR PASSPORT
We will return all passports and original documents by courier. Please see applicable courier fees below. If paying by bank draft please include an extra US$10 for the banking fee. If you do not wish to post your passport to us you may travel to Bangkok or another INZ branch if it is more conveniently located, for the endorsement of your visa in your passport after obtaining confirmation from this office that your application has been approved.   Please allow one working day to be in Bangkok for the endorsement of your visa.
