· For scholarship students this must include a letter of financial guarantee from the Libyan Ministry of Higher Education, listing all family members who are being sponsored
Evidence of availability of sufficient funds to purchase an outward ticket
NB:  Funds for ticket purchase is to be separate from the funds for maintenance
A police clearance certificate from each country of citizenship and those countries in which you have lived for five years or more since attaining the age of 17 years is required if your intended period of stay in New Zealand is longer than 24 months
An Immigration New Zealand medical and x-ray certificate (INZ1007) is required to be completed by a Panel Doctor if you intend to be in New Zealand for more than 12 months. If you are staying in New Zealand for more than six months but not more than 12 months you must provide a temporary entry X-ray certificate

Fees
Student Visa fees can be paid by Personal Cheque, Bank Cheque/Draft, Money order or Credit Card.  If paid by bank cheque/draft, the draft should be addressed to “Immigration New Zealand” and come from a UK-affiliated bank. Upon receipt of the above, your application for a Student Visa will be considered and a decision made as soon as possible.
Postage
Immigration New Zealand ordinarily sends passport(s) and documents back by Special Delivery at no cost to you. If you want to have your documents returned by courier then please indicate this either in a covering letter or on the application form. You will have to pay the costs for this service, which is an additional £25. Otherwise, all documents will be returned by recorded delivery. Immigration New Zealand takes no responsibility for documents lost in the post and would encourage you to have your documents returned by courier. 
Processing times

Processing time is usually within 20 working days, unless we require further information or have to refer your medical certificate to New Zealand. Please note that this is an approximate timeframe only and is subject to change. We would encourage you to allow at least 4 – 6 weeks for your application to be processed.
Length of course visas

Length of course visas (regardless of the period you have paid course fees for) may be granted if there is support from the university or polytechnic. This should be clearly stated on the offer of place. If the university or polytechnic does not support a length of course visa without you paying the full tuition fees, then the visa will be issued for the period for which the fees have been paid (up to a maximum of 4 years); or the period of your award if you are a scholarship student (up to a maximum of 4 years).[image: image1.png]
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
