	Application fee (please refer to http://www.immigration.govt.nz/fees for the current fee) payable by credit / debit card or cheque made out to Immigration New Zealand, in pounds sterling only

	Evidence of your partnership with a New Zealand citizen/resident. You must provide evidence that you have been living together in a genuine and stable relationship at the same address and for what period of time you have been doing so. Please note a marriage certificate is not sufficient as the only proof of relationship.

	Completed Form for Partners Supporting Partnership-based Temporary-entry Applications 
(INZ 1146)

	An Immigration New Zealand medical and chest x-ray certificate (INZ 1007) is required if you intend to stay in New Zealand for a combined period longer than 12 months.

	An Immigration New Zealand chest x-ray certificate will be required if you intend to work in New Zealand for more than 6 months and are a citizen of a high incidence TB country or have spent a total of 3 months or more in high incidence countries within the last 5 years*.

	(
	A police clearance certificate from every country of citizenship and those countries in which you have lived for five years or more since you attained 17 years of age is required if you intend to work in New Zealand for a combined period longer than 24 months.

	(
	Any other information that you consider demonstrates that you are eligible for a work visa to New Zealand.


Please note that all original documents are returned – it would assist us to expedite your application if you can submit either certified copies of originals, or both the original and a photocopy. 

Persons wishing to have their passport returned by special delivery must enclose a reply paid self-addressed envelope with sufficient postage.  If you want to have your documents returned by courier then please indicate this either in a covering letter or on the application form.  You will have to pay the costs for this service. Otherwise all documents will be returned by recorded delivery.
