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SPECIAL DIRECTION CHECKLIST

Please read this information carefully before you complete your request
· Persons subject to Section 15 or 16 of the Immigration Act 2009 are ineligible for the grant of a visa or entry permission to be in New Zealand unless special permission is given.  Such permission is called a Special Direction, and is made under Section 17(1) of the Immigration Act 2009;
· The Immigration Act 2009 provides that “a decision to grant a visa and entry permission under Section 17 (1) is in the absolute discretion of the decision maker”. This means that you do not have a right to apply for a Special Direction. If you do apply, we do not have to consider your request and we do not have to provide any reasons for our decision. You will be notified of our decision in writing;
· If we have approved your request for a Special Direction, we will ask you to apply for a visa for New Zealand. You will need to meet the relevant requirements (including fee) for the grant of that visa;
· Incomplete requests will not be accepted;
· All documents must be original or certified copies;
· Please do not purchase any travel tickets or accommodation BEFORE a Special Direction and a visa are both granted. We are not liable for any financial loss resulting from missed flights or accommodation costs;
· All travellers should have their own valid passport/travel document. Children endorsed on parents’ passports/travel documents need to obtain a letter from their country of mission stating the reasons for not owning one;
Please ensure all documents are enclosed at lodgement
The following documents must be supplied:

· A certified copy of the bio-data page of your passport;  

· Two recent coloured passport-sized photos of your head and shoulders. Please write down your name on the back;
· Your letter explaining in detail the specific purpose of your entry to New Zealand and stating any mitigating or humanitarian circumstances that you would like us to consider while assessing your request;
· The Special Direction fee: USD 145 or INR 6300;
· A current Police Clearance Certificate from India no more than 6 months old from the date of lodgement of your request, issued by the Regional Passport Office or senior police personnel organised through your local Police Station;
· A Police Certificate no more than 6 months old from the date of lodgement of your request, from any country in which you have lived for five or more yeas (whether on one visit or intermittently) since attaining the age of 17 years. Please visit our website www.immigration.govt.nz for information on how to obtain a Police Certificate for a specific country;
· A copy of your court judgement (if applicable);
· Methods of Payment: Bank draft favouring “Immigration New Zealand” and payable at a bank in New York for a USD draft or payable at a bank in Delhi for an INR draft.
