You must provide evidence that you have been living together in a genuine and stable relationship at the same address and for what period of time you have been doing so. Please note a marriage certificate is not sufficient as the only proof of relationship.

	Completed Form for partners supporting partnership-based temporary entry applications
(INZ 1146)

	An Immigration New Zealand medical and chest x-ray certificate (INZ 1007) is required if you intend to stay in New Zealand for a combined period longer than 12 months.

	An Immigration New Zealand chest x-ray certificate will be required if you intend to work in New Zealand for more than 6 months and are a citizen of a high incidence TB country or have spent a total of 3 months or more in high incidence countries within the last 5 years*.

	A police clearance certificate from every country of citizenship and those countries in which you have lived for five years or more since you attained 17 years of age is required if you intend to work in New Zealand for a combined period longer than 24 months.

	Please note any children will need to complete separate Student/Visitor Visa application forms and include a full birth certificate which lists both parents’ names.

	Any other information that you consider demonstrates that you are eligible for a work visa to New Zealand.
