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WORK VISA APPLICATION CHECKLIST

Thank you for your interest in working in New Zealand.

This checklist has been designed to assist you when lodging your application for a Work Visa with the Immigration New Zealand office in Bangkok.  Please note that you may be requested to provide further documents not listed below in support of your application.

Application forms can be downloaded and other relevant information may be found on our website www.immigration.govt.nz.

Documents required:

 Fully completed Work Visa Application (INZ 1015) form.

 Two identical passport sized photographs, not more than six months old, to be attached to the application form.

 The application processing fee is Thai Baht 6,000 or 220 USD (included bank fee) for the general work visa. 
Acceptable modes of payment include cashier cheque when you apply in person, bank draft payable to the “ Immigration New Zealand” or credit card (Master Card/ Visa Card). Please note that this fee is a processing fee and is NON-REFUNDABLE regardless of the outcome of your visa application.
 Your original passport or certified true copy of your passport must be valid for 3 months beyond the intended date of travel

 Approval-in-principle from the New Zealand Immigration Service in New Zealand that approval has been obtained by your employer in New Zealand to employ a foreigner
 A copy of your job offer which provides details of the position offered to you, a job description, details of pay and conditions of employment (including any deductions that will be made for accommodation, flights etc), the duration of the job and how long the offer is open.  This should be provided in Thai and English.

 A copy of your employment contract in Thai and English signed by you and your employer.  

 Evidence that you are suitably qualified by training and experience to do the job you have been offered (i.e. relevant qualifications and testimonials or work references from current and previous employers).  References must include the physical address and telephone numbers of the business which issue them.

 A fully completed family declaration form.

 Any specific requirements required in the Approval in Principle letter issued to your employer.

From 4 April 2011 you will not be required to provide certified translations of any non-English documents submitted in support of your application. However please note that Immigration New Zealand may request that you provide a certified translation of any documents not written in English if it is deemed necessary by an Immigration Officer. 

Please note that all supporting documents will be verified by Immigration New Zealand. If we find that you have provided false documents or misleading information for the purpose of obtaining your work visa we may decline your application on the grounds that you do not meet immigration character requirements.
Other Requirements

TB screening: Applicants intending to spend more than 6 months but not longer than 12 months in New Zealand are required to supply a Temporary Entry X-Ray Certificate (INZ 1096) which is to be completed by a Panel Doctor (see below). Pregnant women and children below the age of 11 years are not required to have a chest x-ray.

Full Medical: Applicants intending to spend more than 12 months in New Zealand are required to supply a Medical & Chest X-Ray Certificate (INZ 1007), to be completed by a Panel Doctor.

Police Clearances: Applicants over 17 years intending to remain in New Zealand for more than 24 months are required to supply a police clearance certificate from their country of residence and any country the applicant has been in for five years or more since turning 17.

Notes
1. Immigration New Zealand reserves the right to request for additional information in the course of assessing an application, including certified translations of any documents submitted that are not in English language.
2. Certified copies must be stamped or endorsed as being true copies of the originals by a person authorised by law to take statutory declarations.
