	Your valid passport or certificate of identity. The passport must be valid three months beyond the intended date of departure from New Zealand.

	(
	Two recent passport-sized photographs (head and shoulders).

	Application fee (please refer to our website http://www.immigration.govt.nz/fees for the current fee) payable by credit / debit card or cheque made out to Immigration New Zealand, in pounds sterling only

	(
	Evidence of funds for maintenance and/or a completed Sponsorship Form (INZ1025) – completed and signed by an eligible New Zealand sponsor, accompanied by a copy of the sponsor’s residence status/NZ passport, evidence of accommodation and maintenance funds.

	Evidence of travel bookings to and from New Zealand. Please note that the ticket is not required at this stage and you should pay for your flight only after the approval for a visa has been obtained.

	An Immigration New Zealand chest x-ray certificate will be required if you intend to be in New Zealand for more than 6 months but not more than 12 months and are a citizen of a high incidence TB country or have spent a total of 3 months or more in high incidence countries within the last 5 years*.

	Additional documents or information demonstrating your personal, financial, employment or other commitments in your home country to demonstrate you are a bona fide visitor to New Zealand

	For applicants under 18 years of age travelling on their own or with one parent only, we require a notarised letter of consent from one or both parents/guardians authorising travel to New Zealand; or custody papers

	If you are undertaking a short-term English language course less than 3 months in duration, you should also provide an offer of place from an educational institute in New Zealand


Please note that all original documents are returned – it would assist us to expedite your application if you can submit either certified copies of originals, or both the original and a photocopy.
