Applications lodged under our Thai Chef (WI11) category
Citizens of Thailand who hold offers of full-time employment as specialist Thai Chefs can be issued a work visa if they meet one of the following criteria: 
1. Thailand National Skills Standard Thai Cooking Certificate 1 and five years of practical experience;  
2. Thailand National Skills Standard Thai Cooking Certificate 2 and four years of practical experience; 
3. Thailand National Skills Standard Thai Cooking Certificate 3 and three years of practical experience.      
If you are unable to provide evidence that you meet one of the above listed criteria it is unlikely that your application will be approved under our Thai Chef work visa category. 
Applications lodged under our Essential Skills (WK2) category
If applicants are unable to meet the requirements under our Thai Chef category, they also have the option of applying under our Essential Skills category. To be issued a work visa under this category there are a number of generic work visa requirements that must be met in addition to meeting one of the following criteria: 
1. Qualification from Wandee Culinary School with a pass rating of at least 75%; or
   Qualification from Dusit Thani College with a pass rating of at least 65%; and
2. A minimum of three years of practical work experience 
If you are unable to provide evidence that you meet the above listed criteria it is unlikely that your application will be able to be approved under our Essential Skills work visa category.                                                                                 
Practical work experience: It is important to note that only work experience which can be satisfactorily verified can be accepted. 
Other work visa requirements: In addition to possessing the relevant qualifications and work experience all applicants must meet all relevant requirements set out in temporary work visa instructions, including those relating to health and character. 
Original documents: If providing original documents with your application please ensure they are accompanied by a standard photocopy. 
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
