Description of changes

Appendix 13

Changes have been made to immigration instructions to update work eligibility for partners of
student visa holders.

Under WF4.1, a person may be eligible for a work visa if their partner holds a student visa to
study a level 7 or 8 qualification that is specified on the Green List.

Quialifications that are required for occupational registration have now been added to the Green
List.
