We will process your application only when we receive all the information and documents we need. If you do not send
all the required information, we will return your application.

Your partner or other family members cannot apply on this application form. They must lodge separate applications
for the type of visa they need.

VisaView

It is an offence for an employer to employ a person who is not entitled to work for them in New Zealand. It is also an
offence for an education provider to allow a person to undertake a course of study if that person is not entitled to do so.

VisaView is an online enquiry system that allows registered employers and education providers to check whether
a person who is not a New Zealand citizen can work or study in New Zealand for them.

If you believe that an employer or education provider has been given the wrong information via VisaView you may
contact the Immigration Contact Centre (0508 558 855) to request correction of that information.
Immigration Advisers Licensing Act 2007

Under the Immigration Advisers Licensing Act 2007 it is an offence to provide immigration advice without being
licensed or exempt.
